Tacitus (55–120 AD), “The Annals”, 15.44
Writing about the fire in Rome  (64 AD)

Nero fastened the guilt and inflicted the most exquisite tortures on a 
class hated for their abominations, called Christians by the populace.

Christus, from whom the name had its origin, suffered the extreme 
penalty during the reign of Tiberius at the hands of one of our 
procurators, Pontius Pilatus, and a most mischievous superstition, thus 
checked for the moment, again broke out not only in Judaea, the first 
source of the evil,  but even in Rome, where all things hideous and 
shameful  from every part of the world find their centre and become 
popular.

So, an arrest was first made of all who pleaded guilty; then, upon their 
information, an immense multitude was convicted, not so much of the 
crime of firing the city, as of hatred against mankind. Mockery of every 
sort was added to their deaths. Covered with the skins of beasts, they 
were torn by dogs and perished, or were nailed to crosses, or were 
doomed to the flames and burnt, to serve as a nightly illumination,
when daylight had expired.

2. Qualifies Jesus to send the Spirit
The resurrection...

The Spirit unites us to Jesus

Romans 8:9–11
9 You, however, are not in the realm of the flesh but are in the realm of the Spirit, 
if indeed the Spirit of God lives in you. 

And if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, they do not belong to Christ.
 
10 But if Christ is in you, then even though your body is subject to death 
because of sin, the Spirit gives life because of righteousness. 

11 And if the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead is living in you, 
he who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies 
because of his Spirit who lives in you.”

3. Means Jesus stands in heaven to plead for us
The resurrection...

Romans 8:33-34
Who will bring any charge against those whom God has chosen? 
It is God who justifies. 34 Who then is the one who condemns? 
No one. Christ Jesus who died—more than that, who was raised 
to life—is at the right hand of God and is also interceding for us.

3. Means Jesus stands in heaven to plead for us
The resurrection...

Before the throne of God above
I have a strong and perfect plea

A great High Priest whose name is love
Who ever lives and pleads for me

1. Sends the Spirit to unite us to Jesus who justifies

2. Stands before God’s throne, pleading his death for us

3. Gets vindicated by God as righteous (right with God).
 Now he can give that status to us. 

4. Just a figure of speech (his death & resurrection are a package deal)

5. It means he was raised because the cross worked 
(Greek could be translated ‘because of our justification’)
